3. Search for toys with the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) label. These products have met
national safety standards

4. Stay up-to-date with recalls. You can do this by visiting the CPSC’s website at cpsc.gov
5. Avoid toys with tiny parts that can become choking hazards for children under 3

6. Examine your child’s toys for any safety hazards (pointy edges, broken pieces)
